One thousand and twenty eight studies were excluded. The reasons for exclusion are as follows: (1) the study was not primary research on ASD (n= 83), (2) the study did not assess a cognitive/behavioural intervention for ASD (n= 15), (3) the study did not report adequately on any measurable data for health related outcomes relevant to the review (n= 101), (4) the study did not examine an ASD population (n= 46), and (5) the study design was not an RCT or an observational analytical cohort study (n= 783). 
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
